Area Overview Map

The main tournament site has three entrances. Note that the Colony Road Circle Entrance should only be used for daytime Friday 
registration. All Bus and Tournament traffic, Friday and Saturday, should utilize the Runnymede Lane Ramp Entrance, which offers 
ample bus and car parking and easy access to the school. Upon arrival on campus on Friday, a tournament representative will 
great you and show you to your parking lot. Please, do not park without the guidance of a tournament representative.

Tyvola Corridor
The Tyvola Corridor is located at I-77 Exit 5, and these ‘Executive Park Hotels’ served as the main hotel sites for the 2002 Queen City 
NFL Nationals. This corridor is approximately 4-5 miles from the tournament site and is located about a mile from the Tyvola Sta-
tion of the new Lynx Light Rail System’s blue line, which teams can use to explore Uptown Charlotte. Prices are mid-range, but 
should be suitable for many teams.

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Woodlawn Corridor
The Woodlawn Corridor is located at I-77 Exit 6A, on East Woodlawn Road. This corridor served as the hotel site for the Laird Lewis 
Tournaments in the early 1990s. This corridor is a 2.5 mile straight-shot to Myers Park High School, and the hotels are located in 
walking distance of the new Lynx Light Rail System’s blue line Woodlawn Station, which students can use to explore Uptown Char-
lotte. Prices are budget.
